SITUATION  

Teignmouth is a popular and historic seaside resort situated on the South Devon coast between the River Exe and River Teign estuaries.  Teignmouth is located 

approximately 16 miles south of Exeter and 7 miles west of Newton Abbot.  Road access is principally via the A379 which forms the picturesque coastal route 

from Exeter to Newton Abbot and onto Torbay.  Access to the M5 motorway is available at either junction 30 approximately 12 miles away, or via the A380 dual 

carriageway linking with the M5 at Exeter.  The town enjoys a mainline railway station with regular service to London (Paddington).  Teignmouth has a good 

resident population which is significantly increased during the summer months with Tourists visiting this popular coastline. 

 

Exeter, which is approximately 15 miles distant, is a historic Cathedral and University City steeped in history being the capital city and county town of Devon and 

has firmly established a reputation of being the commercial centre for the South West.  Exeter has a population of approximately 110,000 with a ódrive to workô 

population of some 480,000 within a 45 minute catchment area. 
 
DESCRIPTION 

Brief details of the accommodation with maximum 

approximate dimensions where stated are as follows: - 

 

The property forms a very prominent and convenient corner 

site in the centre of the town known as 36 ï 38 Brunswick 

Street and 4 - 5 Carlton Place Teignmouth.  The property has 

been owned by our clients for over 30 years, with some of the 

tenants having been in occupation for over 10 years, and this is 

therefore the first time this substantial property has come to 

the market during this period. 

 

The property comprises 8 one bedroom apartments, some of 

which are quite spacious, all of which are let on Assured 

Shorthold Tenancy Agreements.  In addition, on the ground 

floor, are 2 retail shops and a Launderette with a further small 

office.  Both shops and the Launderette are let, with the office 

currently used by the landlords as their management office. 

 

In addition there are 2 built areas that could be converted to 

provide 2 further 1 bedroomed apartments.  Planning consent 

has now lapsed for this conversion, but could be re-applied for. 

 

The property has been well maintained with the main slate 

roofs having been replaced in 1990, and the three flat roofs 

renewed in September 2000.  In addition the upper half of the 

building was repainted in 2009.  A fire alarm system with 

smoke detectors is fitted in all flats and the shops which are 

serviced every 6 months.

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36 Brunswick Street ï Landlords Office  

An irregular shaped self contained office with front access 

door to Brunswick Street.  Currently subdivided into 2 areas 

with a separate kitchen area and toilet.  This could be 

retained by a new owner, or could be let to provide an 

additional income.   

 

38 Brunswick Street ï Graphic Designers 

Located on the corner with a return frontage.  A retail area 

of 28 sq.m (301 sq.ft) plus small store and kitchen area with 

toilet off.  The premises are currently let on an annual 

licence from the 26
th
 February 2010 

 

 
 

5 Carlton Place ï Teignmusic 

Spacious retail premises with 2 main areas plus further area 

to the rear with small kitchen and toilet off.  Retail totalling 

52.47 sq.m (564 sq.ft) First floor store room of a further 

11.64 sq.m (125.29 sq.ft) currently let on an annual licence 

from September 2009. 

 

Development Potential 

In addition to the above apartments there are 2 areas of the 

building which are currently unconverted and vacant, but 

which have had in the past planning permission to create a 

further 2 residential units.  This consent has now lapsed. 

The accommodation could provide the following: - 

 

Apartment 9 ï Ground and First floor  

This is located to the rear of 36 Brunswick Street and could be 

converted to provide a one bedroomed cottage style maisonette 

unit over looking the inner courtyard. 

 

Apartment 10 ï First Floor  

Work was originally started on this to convert it into a one 

bedroom flat, again accessed off entrance to the inner 

courtyard.  However, this work was abandoned some time ago.

This 

could easily, together with some of the above rent increases, 

take the annual income to approximately £65,000 pax
